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THE TOUR:
Our Louise Island Day Tour is a complete
circumnavigation around Louise Island, the third biggest
island in Haida Gwaii. Louise Island is outside the
boundaries of Gwaii Haanas National Park Reserve and
National Marine Conservation Area Reserve, however, the
village site of K'uuna (formerly Skedans), our main stop on
tour, is a Haida Heritage Site. We fill out our day with a mix
of Haida cultural history, pioneer history, natural history,
beautiful scenery, and as much wildlife as we can find.

Please read through this important information before joining us on

tour and don't hesitate to reach out if you have any questions. 

MAKE SURE YOU TELL US ABOUT: 
Health/Mobility: It can often get quite bouncy in the boat, so please let us know if you
have any back or neck problems, are pregnant, or can’t be bounced around for other
reasons. Good mobility is required as getting on and off the boat requires some agility and
arm strength to lower yourself over the bow to get off the boat and clamber back up onto
the bow when getting back in. We go for walks on the beach and in the woods, so please
let us know about any mobility concerns you may have, as sitting out of these walks is not
an option. 

Accommodation: Please let us know where you are staying the night before the trip, so
we know where to find you in the morning. If you are staying in Sandspit, we can pick you
up at your accommodation shortly after 7:15 am. If you are staying on Graham Island the
night before, you need to catch the first ferry at 7:30 am from Skidegate to Alliford Bay, and
we will pick you up at the Alliford Bay ferry terminal. If you are driving, you can leave your
car on the side of the highway near the Skidegate terminal and walk onto the ferry to save
cost. Be sure to watch for the ferry. 



HOW TO DRESS: 

All our tours take place on open boats; therefore, you may be exposed to cold and wet
weather conditions. We suggest you wear warm, layered clothing, preferably synthetic (like
fleece) or wool, and if possible, avoid cotton as it gets very cold when wet. There is no
such thing as too much warm clothing! Please also consider bringing a warm hat,
sunglasses and gloves. You are encouraged to bring your own rain gear, but we can
provide heavy rain gear and gumboots.

The Alliford Bay ferry landing around 7:45 am (As you come off the 7:30 ferry)
Moresby Camp at 9:00

We can pick you up from one of three locations; 

At the end of the day, we will either drop you off at your accommodation in Sandspit or we
will drop you off to catch a ferry back to Skidegate.



Our boats are zodiacs (rigid hull inflatables) with a deep v-hull that allows them to cut
through the water and provide superior stability. They are the most comfortable small and
fast boat around! However, the waters of the Hecate Strait can be unpredictable, which
means that the ride can become bouncy. We generally spend a couple of hours in the boat
and then get off to walk around, stretch and explore. We rarely spend more than 2 hours
in the boat at once. If you are an avid photographer, we recommend having a dry bag to
keep your camera equipment safe.
